FAQ’s about Online Reading Services

How does the Online Reading Services work?

A school district, a group of schools or an individual school would contract with Resources in Reading for a certain amount of online consulting time.  The times are available in 10-hour blocks. Each 10-hour block is billed at $1,000. After the number of blocks are agreed upon, the district, group of schools, or individual school allot the times according to their needs.  The school district, group of schools, or individual school will be given a password to use when help is requested.  District personnel, principals, and teachers who have the password can access the Online Reading Services. The school district, group of schools, or individual school controls who contacts us and for what duration. 

How can districts cover the cost?

Districts, groups of schools or individual schools can use NCLB, Title I, II, III, V, and VI funds as well as local grants, PTA, and school system funds.

What type of expertise does the Resources in Reading team have?

How do I schedule getting help?

Once a contract has been established with Resources in Reading, users authorized by the district, group of schools, or school contact Resources in Reading, by phone or email, to schedule a time period.  A password is issued and used to access a district/school’s account.

Does the help consist only of online correspondence?

Districts and schools can have individual or group phone conferences and individual or group video conferences (depending on district/school technologies). Users can also email, fax, or mail data to analyze and react to, such as, test data, district/school plans/goals, list of materials, curricula, etc.). 

How much or how little help can I get?

The minimum Online Reading Services contract consists of 10 hours.  This amount can be used over the course of one year from the start of the agreement.  It can be used in any time frame from minutes to several hours.  Additional time can be added, if requested.
